Story Time for Amir Ford in brief: Weather is Clear 
The is a rumor of major deals being made with Lord Redway with certain connections in the Assassins guild, but what these deals are is unknown and has everyone shouting Mafia payoff! 
The Dark City is moving! The have regrouped and are attacking Lord Redways army with force. There are rumors of Greator Demons having joined the fight on the side of the Dark City and Dagdeoth and that these Demons are some kind of counter strike to what the Dark City has been faced with. Lord Redways elite troops had a brush with one of these creatures and Lord Redway is not denying that they are Greater Demons which everyone takes to mean that they must be. The battle at first seemed hopeless and the Mummufied Sea Serpents returned crawling out of a raging storm that surround the Dark City. But the greater undead seemed to be hanging back at first as if searching for something. Lord Redway decided he wouldn't wait for them to find whatever they were looking for and pressed and attack. The losses were heavy and he could not effect these Greater Undead by any means at his disposal. But then something happened. A great bright while light was seen in the woods and as one of the Greater Demons was seen rushing after the light. To everyones suprise and joy, the Demon suddenly uttered such a howl that the battle was momentarily at a halt on both sides and a burst of energy was felt across the battlefield as the Demon wailed and screamed and the abruptly stopped. By the look on the other Demons face, this was not a good thing. The other Demon seems to be giving the forest a wide berth and is focusing on crushing Lord Redways army as best it can with the aide of the Dark City and Dagdeoth. 
Fenorian, Hostor, Ein Ion, Oriri, Revin of Hostor, The Samuria Clan of the Crystal Rose and their ship the Golden Twilight (which did survive after all), were not about to let this happen to Lord Redway and so joined the battle with all force. It has mostly been a matter of small skirmishes and manouvers so far. The large scale battle seems to be brewing and each is placing itself for better attack while the other countermoves, much like a game of chess. The storms have not helped the battle for Amir. Just today a huge storm erupted at Shadowguard, not effecting the undead, but making it aweful for the Amir troops stationed there. Estorock Keep: Ground Fog

The people are very upset and on the verge of rioting. Any day it could explode into violence. A strange glittering translucent ship was seen on the river to the north, there is a haunted farm to the west, and a few festivals. 
Pinicle: Perigirn, The Arch-Mage of the Life Guild in Pinicle is dead, killed in an arranged Duel with a Serpenton representative. Apparently, he had been in correspondance with the Wizards Trade Order about the death of the Emmissary Westly. Serpenton suspected foul play and the Arch Mage spoke up in the defense of Pinicle. He was challenged to a mage duel by none other than Hamil Lighthand himself!! The deal was that should Perigrin win, the issue would be resolved and the Order would seek no retribution. It is said that Perigrin gave Hamil quite workout and that it was a close match (which is saying a lot considering that Hamil is one of the 50th lvl mages running the Wizards Trade Order, and Perigin a mere 36th lvl). But in the end Hamil won and had Perigrin dishonored. Death came for him and Hamil said that this makes up for the fact that Westly is dead, but not the fact that he was murdered in cold blood and the Order will seek out those responsible with "the same measure of justice they used against poor Westly. These acts of terror will not be tollerated and we will retaliate in like form."
